1- Screenplay:

A story inspired by the mystery of coincidences, 
written by a dancer who unwittingly finds 
herself in her story. As the well-known 
philosopher and psychologist Carl Gustav Jung 
wrote "nothing happens by chance". 

2- Cinematography: 
Cinematography helped a lot to create an 
interesting atmosphere in this short film. 
Lighting, Composition, Framing and Angles 
create a lot of beautiful shots that are easily 
helping the audience to understand the story, the 
atmosphere, the feelings of the character and 
what the directors want to say. 
Cinematography of the short film “One & 
One” and it’s Music is one of the very positive 
and powerful aspect of the film. 
The cinematographer nailed it on both points in 
this film, landing the sculpting of light and 
shadow as powerful compliments to the 



emotional struggles of the character. The lens 
use and framing were also impeccable for the 
shots to deliver the story. The Camera man was 
also impressive, especially handling the motion 
shots so fluidly, with solid, accurate precision 
focus. 

3- Acting: 
The actress performance is exceptional, she is a 
real dancer! The actress truly conveyed her 
emotional struggle in a quiet yet powerful 
embodiment of her character inner conflict and 
truly gave us a defined sense of that inner 
turmoil specially when she dance.
 
4- Composing: 
The Music of the film is good. It was genuine 
and counters points and develops the story 
smoothly and very well, giving an interesting 
and a specific air to the story. The Music is 
appropriate and engaging to the listener. 



5- Editing:
This short film “One & One” develops very 
good in Editing. The rhythm of the film is 
helping the story and audience attention, It keep 
the audience attention very well. This can make 
audience more involved and interested to watch 
the film from beginning till end with a smooth 
editing.

The Directing of the story tempo was very sharp 
and on point. The specific shots the director 
chose to propel the love affair forward in such a 
short time frame allocated was very effective. 

Overall:
